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Preliminary works can be presented in English or Chinese. In addition to the document description, you can also choose to submit a 3-5 minute short film to describe your work, the form is not specified. Send your works to the official email iccem_thu@163.com, and name your email subject as “Institution+Name of the group leader+Title”.

Your essay should be typed, double-spaced on standard-sized paper (8.5" x 11") with 1" margins on all sides. You should use a clear font that is highly readable. We recommend using 12 pt Times New Roman font, and using 1.5x line spacing in your entire essay.

Your essay should include four major sections: Title Page, Abstract, Main Body, and
References. Your article should not exceed 8 pages, cover page and reference page included. If you’ve written a longer article, please kindly summarize it and make sure that you meet this requirement. Sample documents can be downloaded from the file download page of the official website.

Title Page
The title page should contain the title of the paper, the author's name, and the institutional affiliation. Type your title in upper and lowercase letters centered in the upper half of the page. We recommend that your title be no more than 12 words in length and that it should not contain abbreviations or words that serve no purpose. Your title may take up one or two lines. All text on the title page, and throughout your paper, should be 1.5x line spaced.

Beneath the title, type the author's name: first name, middle initial(s), and last name. Do not use titles (Dr.) or degrees (Ph.D.).

Beneath the author's name, type the institutional affiliation, which should indicate the location where the author(s) conducted the research.

Abstract

Begin a new page. Before writing the abstract, please add the title of your paper in the first line. During the preliminary judging phase, the judges will review anonymously, and the documents they see will not contain the title page, so the title will need to be written again on the summary page.

Beginning with the next line, write a concise summary of the key points of your research. (Do not indent.) Your abstract should contain at least your research topic, research questions, participants, methods, results, data analysis, and conclusions. You may also include possible implications of your research and future work you see connected with your findings. Your abstract should be a single paragraph double-spaced. Your abstract should be between 150 and 250 words.

You may also want to list keywords from your paper in your abstract. To do this, indent as you would if you were starting a new paragraph, type Keywords: (italicized), and then list your keywords. Listing your keywords will help researchers find your work in databases.

Main body

The main body should include the main content of your work. Unless on the title page, any description that can infer or reveal your identity, or the institution to which you belong, is not allowed. The organizing committee will review submitted essay and delete the relevant content. The organizing committee will not be responsible for typographical problems or expression problems caused by the deletion of content. If you're not sure if a description or picture is acceptable, please contact us.

Reference

We generally recommend you using the sixth edition of APA format. The following is a brief introduction for APA: APA (American Psychological Association) is most commonly used to cite sources within the social sciences. This resource, revised according to the 6th edition, second printing of the APA manual, offers examples for the general format of APA research papers, in-text citations, endnotes/footnotes, and the reference page. For more information, please consult the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association, 7th edition.
